
Work Zone Facts*
• There were 60 people killed in work zones in New York State in 2002.

• Nationally, 1,181 persons were killed in work zone accidents in 2002,
up from 697 in 1997, a 70% increase in just five years.

• In 2002, there were 117,567 work zone crashes. (That’s one crash
every 4 1/2 minutes.)

• In 2002, more than 52,000 people were injured in motor vehicle crashes
in work zones. (That’s one injury every 10 minutes).

• White speed limit signs are the posted speed limit, whether or not there
are workers on the job.

• Most work zone accidents are caused by male drivers between the
ages of 26 and 45.

• The most common types of work zone crashes are rear-end collisions.

• Nationally, four of every five persons killed in work zone crashes are
drivers and their passengers, not workers.

• Night work can be particularly hazardous to both the worker and the
driving public as visibility is reduced.

• In 2001, fatal work zone crashes occurred most often in the summer
and fall.

• In 2001, the majority of fatal work zone crashes occurred on roads with
speed limits of 55 mile per hour or greater.

• In 2000, there were 2,283 crashes in work zones in New York State,
according to the New York State Department of Motor Vehicles.

• The estimated financial loss from work zone crashes in 2001 was $3
billion.
